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1. Wlat do you think about the cufent tunctioning ofEast
West University?
East West Universitl' was established in 1996 by a group of
l5 people mostly educationist, public servants, social
workers and UN professionals. lnitially the university
started with 20 students and 6 teachers in a rented
multistoried building at Mohakhali C/A. University started
witl BBA as the only course ofstudy. In course of time the
stodents number increased with increase ofsubjccts such as

EEE, Pharmacy, CSE, ETE, ICE, cEB, English,
Economics, Statistics, Sociology etc. In thc last four years

the number ol students increased in the geometrical
prcportion and clmently number of strdents is more than
8500. Number of tcachers also increased. Currently th€
number of full time faculty member is 200 and part time
faculty member is 1 I 0.

The expanded requirement of space was met by 07 nos of
adjacent high-rise building with 164,116 Sft floor area in
the same location of Mohaklali since it was impossible to
accommodate the increasing demand of students.

19 bighas of land at Vadam, Ashulia was purchased for
constructing permanent Campus. Since the location is liftle
far from ihe centre of the city another 7.5 bighas of land
was pLrchased at Jahurul Islam City, Aftabnagar and a well
planed eye catching 9 storied building with about 450000
sft area has been built and the campus was shifted in 2012
to its own premises for housing the presently more than 8
thousand students. At the start the accommodation facility
was found to b€ inadequate. To meet the incrcased demand
of students BOT has decided to purchase of another piece
of 6 bigha land nearby for further construction of a second
campus as to house 2000 students witl all necessary
facilities including library, laboratory and play ground. The
universitr/ was established for middle class people having
reasonable hrition fees. BOT is also giving highest priority
of recruiting highly qualified faculty and competeni staff
members and admitting students through written and oral
tests. Currently the universi5, can accommodate about 15-
20% students in view of high demand of sb.rdents to get
admission in this top most university of the counhy at the
moment. The university provides Merit scholarships,
Medha Lalon fund scholarships, Freedom Fighter
Scholarship, Divisional Quota and generous financial
assistance. Last year EWU has given more than taka 4
crore worth of scholarship and financial assistance for the
students.
Under the able guidance of BOT members and dedicated
highly qualified faculty and staff m€mbels EWU has come
ro be recognized as one of lhe top ran-king uni\ersiry in
respect of education and rcsearch. For this purpose the
EWU has set up a Centre for Research and Training (CRI).

2. How would you like to see the University in the next ten
yeafs?
I hope the university will achieve further qualitative
improvement in education and research and haining by
offering more counes in $rbjects relevant to the society
and the country.

For the purpose we need more space and accommodation
that can be provided in our new campus. So the BOT is
trying 10 purchase 6 bighas of land adjacent to our own
pennanent campus for expansion of class rooms and library
and other facilities including play ground. Board of
Trustees already decided to open Department of Laq BOT
has already decided to open Medical and Nursing Institute
with hostel and hospital facility at Vadam, Ashulia.

3. How do you advise your students to make use oftheir time?
Ewll students are hopefully aware that the university has
cont buted significantly in raising the standard of
edrcation in the counhy reducing the number of students
going abroad for higher studies at the expense of th€
country's hard eamed foreign clmency. Founding fathers
envisages to diversily curiculum and update progranmes,
faculty and incleasing resources and logistics support.
When the proposed expansion by constructing the adjacent
2nd campus the university will provide state of the art
facility to students, faculties and administation that are
essential component for a place of higher education
coupling with global standard.
University education is the b€st investment which
generates enhanced career and enriched quality of life.
Only those students who takes charge will be able to
suvive and succeed.
I want our students of EWU to work had with dedication
to pursue thejr higher education fhrough one of the best
pdvate univenity having highest standard of education,
efficient management, excellent and highly qualified /
expeienced faculty members and highly qualified and
competent members of Board of Trustees.
Besides curriculum activities the students should also
conduct extracurricular activities / programs by joining
